With the 2026-27 Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA®) opening last month, the Pennsylvania Higher
Education Assistance Agency (PHEAA) has been working to
prepare our PA State Grant processing system, GrantUsM for the
upcoming award year. We are now pleased to announce that
processing for the 2026-27 PA State Grant Program has been
initiated.

= New this year, a pre-screening methodology allows us to
perform immediate review of the student’s FAFSA data to
determine whether the student meets initial PA State Grant
applicant criteria through pre-eligibility checks (for example
submitted a complete FAFSA, is a PA resident, not in
default, etc.) If the student’s FAFSA data passes these initial
checks the student’s record will be created in GrantUS.

» An account activation notice will be sent after the student’s
FAFSA data successtully passes the pre-screening process if
the student does not have an existing account.

» Activation notices will be sent
from noreply@orantus.pheaa.org.

= Activation notices are time sensitive and will expire after 5
days. If the student does not access the link before it expires,
they can use Forgot Password on the GrantUS log in page.
